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Pursuant to third paragraph of Article 21 of the Statute of the Regional foundation – Centre for e-Governance development, hereby the Supervisory board adopts the
RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR PRIVATE SECTOR ADVISORY COMMITTEE
(Working draft)
GENERAL PROVISION
Article 1
These Rules of Procedure shall lay down or regulate the acting of Private Sector Advisory Committee (PSAC), its membership with its responsibilities and operational procedures.
OPERATION METHODS AND COMPOSITION OF PSAC
Article 2

PSAC operates according to the responsibilities pursuant to the Statute. PSAC attends also other activities pursuant to the decision of the Supervisory board and objectives, derived from eSEE initiative. 
PSAC is composed pursuant to the provisions of the Article 21 of the Statute and has maximum of 30 members. 
PSAC treats with the suggestions of the interested members to form the collective proposals about input to the content of the working programme and potential possibilities for public-private partnership and forward it to the Supervisory board. Collective proposal is formed with consensus. If the consensus shall not be reached, the decision becomes valid when the majority of the participating members in the session vote in favour of the content.

PSAC shall convene at least twice a year with obligatory session before the session of the Supervisory board when working with the proposals concerning public-private partnerships. If necessary PSAC shall convene on regular sessions of the ICT SEE Forum. The first session is convened by the Director of the Centre; further sessions are convened by the elected Chairperson.

MINUTES OF THE SESSION

Article 3
Following the setting of the agenda the minutes from the previous session shall be adopted and the implementation of resolutions from previous sessions shall be reviewed. Minutes are sent in an appropriate manner 7 days after the regular session. 

Minutes are confirmed after 7 days if no comments on the content have been put forward. Decisions on comments on the minutes shall be taken by the Committee. 

PSAC INPUT TO THE WORKING PROGRAMME OF THE CENTRE
Article 4
PSAC ensures the input to the content of the working programme of the Centre with the collective proposal from the members after the session.

CHAIRPERSON OF THE COMMITTEE
Article 5
PSAC members shall elect from among themselves the Chairperson of the Committee. The Chairperson shall convene and preside over the sessions of the PSAC. 
Chairperson of the PSAC is supported by the Administrative focal point office of the Centre.

The Chairperson may be, if agreed among members and approved by the Supervisory Board, also the acting Chairperson of the Business Advisory Council (BAC) or acting President of the Board of the ICT SEE Forum, operating under the supervision of BAC. 

Chairperson of the Committee may also be appointed by the Supervisory board if neither PSAC members nor acting Chairperson of the Business Advisory Council (BAC) nor acting President of the Board of the ICT SEE Forum receives a necessary quorum or consensus.
The Chairperson of the Committee shall be appointed for duration of two years with the possibility of extension. 

The Chairperson of the Committee may be dismissed by the Committee for the following reasons:

· Upon his or her request;

· If he or she conducts operations contrary to the purpose for which the PSAC has been set up;

· If in his or her work he or she fails to comply with the regulations and general acts of the Centre or, without due cause, fails to implement the decisions adopted by the Supervisory board or contravenes them;

· If by performing his or her tasks causes considerable damage to the Centre or his or her negligent performance of duties causes or may cause severe disturbance of the Centre's functioning.

If The Supervisory board has grounded reasons for such request it may dismiss the Chairperson of PSAC. 
Prior to adopting the decision on the dismissal of the Chairperson of PSAC, the members of PSAC shall inform the Chairperson thereof providing grounds for dismissal and giving an opportunity to the Chairperson to state an opinion thereon.

COSTS OF ACCOMODATION AND TRANSPORT

Article 6
The accommodation and transport costs are covered by each participant of the session herself/himself.

FINAL PROVISIONS
VALIDITY AND AMENDMENTS OF THE RULES OF PROCEDURE
Article 7
Amendments to the Rules of Procedure shall be adopted and approved by the Supervisory board. The amendments may be submitted by PSAC members, Supervisory or Management board and also by the Centre Director.

Article 8
These Rules of Procedure shall enter into force on the date adopted by the Supervisory board.
