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In 2007, the IT market in Albania totaled $89.34 million, representing a year-on-year 

growth of 28.3% in U.S. dollar terms. Measured in local currency, the market expanded 

by 16.3% compared to the previous year.

IDC projects that IT market in Albania will expand at a CAGR of 16.7% across the five-

year forecast period to reach $193.4 million in 2012.

Details on the performance of each technology group in the IT market last year are provided 

below: 

In 2007, spending on IT services surged by 49.3% year-on-year, to $10.52 million. The leading 

Albanian IT services providers last year were Horizon, BIS, and Alpha XP Albania (ICC3).

Spending on licensing and maintenance (L&M) for packaged software reached $7.36 million in 

2007, up by 33.1% in 2007. The top three software vendors in Albania last year were 

Microsoft, Oracle and HP.
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PC shipments (desktops, notebooks, x86 servers) totaled 32,250 units in 2007, up by 26.3% 
year-on year. Within these, notebook unit shipments surged by 136.2%, while desktops and x86 
servers grew by 16.5% and 2.2%, respectively. Top three PC suppliers in the county last year 
were HP, Infosoft Systems and M San.

In 2007, the external disk storage systems shipments in Albania reached 20 units, equating 
an increase by 42.9% year-on-year. Leading external storage vendors in the country last year 
were EMC, HP and IBM.

Enterprise systems and server deliveries reached 34 units in 2007, reflecting an increase of 
3.0% from 2006. The leading enterprise systems and servers vendors in the country last year 
were IBM, HP and Sun Microsystems.

The hardcopy peripherals shipments in Albania reached 18,047 units, valued at $5.75 million. 
These reflect an increase in volume by 20.6% year-on-year, and by 20.3% in value. Sales of 
multifunctional peripherals kept the market upward trend rising 69.1% year-on-year, while sales 
of single function machines rose by only 7.2%. The top three HCP vendors in Albania last year 
were HP, Samsung, and Xerox.
